‘BELIEVE' is a simple yet profound tagline, as it calls
people to believe in what Bhutan, as a small developing nation,
can achieve. Bhutan seeks to reset its tourism policy, emphasizing
‘high-value, low volume' policy since its implementation in 1974.
The goal of this new strategy is to create high-value experiences
for guests. For this, | believe understanding our roles in society is
much more important. We as an individual need to be responsible
citizens in upholding our country’s brand image. We must first
believe that we are a truly unique nation and that the people have
the potential to make a difference. To deliver what we promised
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the world through our nation’s branding, we must first start by
believing in ourselves as an individual, what we are capable of,
and what we can do to support the national tourism tagline. As
productive workers and responsible citizens, starting from the
grassroots level, keeping the country's image clean is paramount
to attracting conscious travelers.

However, in light of recent distressing incidents, such
as the alleged murder of a young girl by her enraged partner, a
father committing incestuous acts with his daughters, a teacher
molesting seven school children, and a stepfather in Punakha
repeatedly raping his stepdaughter to the point of her tragic suicide
(The Bhutanese, 2023), prompts reflection on whether Bhutanese
are fulfilling their roles and responsibilities in upholding the new
national tourism tagline. It seems that the Bhutanese society is
not aligning with the transformative phase aimed at promoting
the country’s tourism tagline; instead, these incidents contribute
to disharmony within the nation. Such behaviors could gradually
reduce the number of tourists in the country as they pose a
potential threat to the security of visitors. These crimes are not
mere accidents, rather they signify the emergence of societal
chaos. Such incidents not only affect the community at large
but also tarnishes the image of Bhutan as a tourist destination,
potentially leading to a decline in tourist influx.

With the new brand, we sell ourselves as a high-end
destination and must have high-end services. We should not let
a few individuals' actions destroy the image we have collectively
built for our country. Rather people should work hand in hand to
promote the tourism tagline and believe in each other. Despite
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the rich culture, biodiversity, and astonishing landscapes, tourists
are more drawn to the country’s nature and the kindness of its
people. | once read a social media post written by a tourist from
Norway who stated '‘Besides the incredible culture, the spirituality,
and the peace | felt while exploring, the stunning landscapes, the
delicious food, and the people are what gave us strong feelings
and amazing connections in Bhutan' These lines made me believe
even more that it is not only the cultures and traditions that attract
travelers to Bhutan, rather it is the Bhutanese people's innate
kindness and respect towards international travelers.

This show the importance of not losing our innate values
as Bhutanese. Thus, ‘BELIEVE' in Bhutan'is an invitation to have
faith in the beauty and wonders of our country, encouraging
exploration and experiencing its unique Bhutanese charm. For
me, | ‘BELIEVE' that our great nation is capable of providing
every tourist with a unigue experience with its breathtaking views,
landscapes, indigenous cultures, and aesthetic places.
