Bhutan is actively
various KIX activities,
research projects, learning
webinars, podcasts, and knowle
sharing platforms. Currently, KI
funds four projects in Bhutan, with
three hosted at Samtse College
of Education: Data Management,
CL4STEM,Gender-Inclusive
Pedagogy, and Promoting Gender
Equality and Social Inclusion in
Schools. Bhutan also participates in
Learning Cycles 6 and 7, focusing
on womens participation and
workforce management. Past KIX
initiatives, such as Out of School
Children (OOSC) and Children at
Risk of Dropping Out, have further
enriched Bhutans  educational
efforts, with outcomes to be
discussed at the upcoming Bhutan
Uptake Forum.

The forum will also feature
secondary school teachers
presenting their research, fostering
collaboration among educators,
researchers, policymakers, and
practitioners. This highlights the
importance of empowering teachers
as key drivers of educational quality,
equity, and inclusivity.
